Public Involvement in ONCB 


POLICY
Up to two representatives of the public-at-large shall serve as members of the ONCB®.

PROCEDURE
1.
Up to two representatives of the public at-large shall serve as members of the ONCB in accordance with bylaws Article V, section 1, representing the interests of health care consumers served by orthopaedic-certified nurses.

2.
The Public Members should have experience in health issues, testing, or certification.

3.  
The Public Members shall not:

a.
Be members of the nursing profession, health care system employees, or employees of the ONCB.

b.
Be members of another health profession.


c.
Directly report to, or directly supervise, members of the ONCB while serving in 
another 
organization.
d.
Express positions based to a significant degree on their financial or other personal self interest.
