SUBJECT:
Role Description - ONCB Public Member

A.  
Overall Purpose and Objectives of Role

1.
Understands, upholds, and supports the mission, purpose, philosophy, objectives, Bylaws, policies and procedures of ONCB.

2.
Supervises sound fiscal management of ONCB.

B.
Composition

1.
One Public Member shall be selected by the ONCB from a group of applicants for a 3-year term. 

2.
Qualifications:  Experience in health issues, testing, or certification.  The Public Member cannot be a nurse or other health care professional; or have been employed by NAON, ONCB, or a testing vendor. 
C.
Tenure

1.
The Public Member shall assume office at the close of the NAON Congress or after the spring ONCB meeting, whichever is later, and maintain the position until a successor has assumed office.

2.
The term of service for the ONCB Public Member shall be in accordance with Article V, section 2, of the ONCB bylaws. 
D.
Meetings

1.
The Public Member shall attend one to three ONCB meetings annually; one of these meetings will be held in conjunction with the NAON Congress.
2.
The Public Member shall complete representative travel as deemed appropriate to meet or further the goals identified by the ONCB.

E.
Responsibilities 

1.
The Public Member shall serve as an active member of the ONCB.

a.
Review role description every 2 years and propose changes to the ONCB.

b.
Review assigned policies and procedures annually and propose changes to ONCB.

c.  
Handle general correspondence as needed.

d.  
Submit reports in accordance with established deadlines.

e.  
Review, evaluate, and respond to all material presented in compliance with specified deadlines.
f.  
Utilize the Agenda Item Form to identify and provide rationale for any items to be placed on the ONCB meeting agenda.  

g.
Serve as a member of the Finance Committee.

2.
The Public Member shall recognize and advise the ONCB of changing outside influences that may affect the decisions of the ONCB.

a.
Review and communicate health care consumer issues as appropriate.

b.
Review governmental, societal, and economic trends and communicate as appropriate.
