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POLICY & PROCEDURE
SUBJECT:
Nomination and Election of Officers
POLICY
The ONCB shall elect the President-Elect and Secretary-Treasurer annually at the spring meeting.  Terms of office begin at the close of Congress annually.
PROCEDURE
1.
In accordance with bylaws Article VI, section 1, the officers of the ONCB shall be President, President-Elect, and Secretary-Treasurer.  The ONCB shall elect the President-Elect and Secretary-Treasurer annually, with the President-Elect filling the President’s position at the conclusion of his or her 1-year term.
2.
All offices shall be filled for 1 year only.  The Secretary-Treasurer is eligible to seek consecutive terms.  The President-Elect cannot seek another term until at least 1 year after the end of his or her tenure as President.
3.
All candidates shall be certificants and members of NAON.
4.
The President shall issue a call for nominations no later than March 1 of each year.  Individuals may self-nominate or be nominated by other members of the ONCB.  Nominations will not be accepted from the floor at the spring meeting.
5. 
After nominations have been confirmed by the President, a ballot will be prepared by the management staff for election at the spring meeting.

6.
At least 4 weeks before the spring meeting, candidates for all offices may be asked to answer a questionnaire that has been developed by the President and designed to help ONCB members determine their qualifications for and interest in the respective positions.  The answers will be submitted to the ONCB in writing as part of the board book for the meeting. This practice will not be required if the candidate for a given office is unopposed.

7.
The Recertification Committee and Test Committee Chairs shall serve as tellers for the election and tally the ballots.  In case of a tie, voting by written ballot will continue until a simple majority is reached.  ONCB will suspend the requirement of Roberts Rules of Order regarding announcement of the number of votes earned by each candidate.

8.
The tellers will announce the winning candidates.  The Executive Director will be responsible for destroying the ballots after the election.
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9.  
Term of office for newly elected officers will begin at the close of NAON Congress annually.
